Dear Friends,

You may have been reading or hearing about the desire
by some parishioners from Our Lady of Mount Carmel to
have the parish church, buildings and land placed on the
National Register of Historic Buildings or designated an
“historic district.” They argue that by allowing this, we
could be eligible for federal and state funds or tax credits
that would help us repair our buildings. Why not do this?
some ask. | have been criticized openly and in a recent
“Letter to the Editor’ inthe Wor cest er
agreeing to their proposals. Remember the old saying: “If
it seems too good to be true, it usually is.” Well, this is the
case here. By accepting these monies or tax credits,
(which would only amount to a maximum of 40% - the
remaining 60% would have to be provided by the parish
for us even to be considered for these monies and tax
credits) for the repair of our buildings, we would then be
subject to the intrusion of government agencies telling
what we could and could not do with our buildings and
property. That is not acceptable and | refuse to make us
subject to non-church entities involved in parish govern-
ance.
