There will be 
a fee of $50 to have the plaque removed. The work will be done 
by a private contractor. Plaques not claimed will be disposed 
of. It is difficult to say goodbye to a facility which held so 
many happy memories for us as a parish community and the 
city and surrounding towns, as well. But we have to move for-
ward as a parish family and deal with the reality that presents 
itself.
